The building has a large evergreen tree in the front yard and small deciduous bushes surrounding the porch.
The north side of the building has two large deciduous trees just inside the curb line of the adjacent parking lot
for the Castle Rock Depot Museum. There are also three smaller deciduous trees on the north side of the
garage. Atthe rear of the house, just to the south there is a small ornamental deciduous tree.

Associated buildings, features, or objects:

Garage:There is a wood framed front gable garage on the northeast corner of the property. The building is clad
with asphalt shingle siding and has a corrugated metal roof. The main entrance to the building is on the west
elevation and there is a wood door slightly set off center from the gable. To the left of the door is a small wood
window with 1" x 4” wood trim. The north elevation has another small wood window near the east end. The
main vehicular entrance is on the east side of the building. The rear of the garage has a 9 panel garage door.

There is a small playhouse on the south side of the house along the fence line. It is a front gabled structure with
similar siding as on the house. The gable end extends past the fagade creating a covered porch.

The property was originally owned by Patrick S. Collins when Lewis J. Monk received the property through a
Treasurer's Deed. The Monk family owned the property continuously between 1946 and 1959. They moved next
door to 420 Elbert Street and lived there until 1969 and then moved to 418 Elbert and lived there from 1970 -
1973.

Lewis Monk was an insurance broker and owned several businesses in Castle Rock. He was listed in the phone
book from 1955 to 1959. In 1959, the address of his business, L. J. Monk Realty is listed at 300 Third Street. From
1962 to 1968, the business was located at 312 Fourth Street. Lewis Monk passed away in 1973. Gladys Monk was
born December 16, 1893 in Naponee Nebraska and married Lewis there on December 24, 1913. Lewis and
Gladys farmed in Nebraska and then moved to Colorado north of Flagler, near Seibert and continued farming.
They moved to the Castle Rock area and continued farming until 1944 when they moved into town. Lewis went
into the real estate business at this time. Gladys Monk was known for her beautiful flower gardens at 412 Elbert,
which were memorialized in the Castle Rock Centennial Quilt.

The Monks sold this property in 1959 to Mary Davis and Allie Ezell. Little is known about these two ladies and
they do not show up in the Castle Rock telephone books. They sold the property to John P. Gilkey. He had been
living in the house from 1967 to 1969, but the Castle Rock telephone books list him moving to Haystack Road in
1970 just prior to purchasing the property. The Gilkeys owned the house until 1973, when Charles and Renny
Johnson, the current owners, purchased the house.

Statement of significance:

The building was constructed in 1949 and thus is considered significant on a local level. The building is also
significant for its association with the growth of Castle Rock on the west side of downtown.

Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity defined by the National Park Service
and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association),
has been significantly diminished due to the many changes made to the building. The setting, design, feeling
and materials changed extensively between 1950 and 1976. It is presumed that the building at one time was a
typical bungalow similar to all of the buildings that were constructed on Elbert Street around this time frame.
The addition on the rear of the building and then the later 1976 second floor addition and swiss chalet
ornamentation added to the changes to the building. The materials have also been changed from the historic
wood siding, to the pressed board siding that now exists. The setting and feeling of the building has also
changed significantly. This street at one time was a residential street. This house and the house on the corner
(422 Elbert - 5DA2664) are the only residential buildings remaining on this street. All of the other buildings
have been demolished for parking lots or for commercial buildings.

The building no longer has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for National or State Register eligibility,
but is still significant on a local level as a Castle Rock Landmark because it meets Criteria |, it is over fifty years
old. The building has lost most of its integrity on the local level also, for the reasons described above, but may
still be eligible for local landmarking because a building may be considered for landmarking after meeting only
one criteria.
