The south elevation is bounded by a parking lot for the Castle Rock Chamber of Commerce; the west elevation
is bounded by a public alley; the east elevation is bounded by a public alley; and the north elevation is
bounded by a concrete public sidewalk.

21. Architectural Description:
This is a brick and concrete block building with a shallow, sloped roof behind parapets on the north, east and
west faces. The front facade is brick and the east, west and south elevations are painted concrete block.

North Elevation — Historically, there were three businesses in the building, although now there are only two
businesses. The fagade is blond brick in a running bond pattern and every third course projects beyond the face
of the building slightly. The top of the parapet has a brick rowlock cap. There are three stucco panels that
extend from the aluminum storefront to the top of the parapet where signs were historically located. Today,
there are red fabric awnings partially covering these panels.

The storefront windows and doors are anodized aluminum. The north lease space, which is Castle Cleaners, has
a door centered on the lease space with two, large, plate glass windows flanking the door. Bobbin Along, which
is to the east, takes up the rest of the building. At one time it was two lease spaces. The center section has an
aluminum, storefront door with two, plate glass windows flanking it. The windows have a vertical, anodized
mullion through each window. The east lease space has a door at the corner with a 3-lite plate glass window to
the west. The windows set on a rowlock sill, two courses above grade.

East Elevation — This elevation is painted concrete block with an aluminum, overhead garage door on the south
end of the elevation.

South Elevation — This elevation is also constructed of painted concrete block. There are two doors, one
centered on the elevation and one on the west end.

West Elevation — This elevation is constructed of painted concrete block.

Raymond Blacker was born July 31, 1925 to Roy and Edith Blacker (1930 U. S. Federal Census, tombstone). In
1930, the family was living on Arapahoe Avenue in Otis, Washington County, Colorado where his father worked
as an auto mechanic. The Blackers moved from Nebraska in 1955 and purchased the Thorwald Christensen
home (Victoria’s House) in 1958 at 410 Jerry Street. Nothing else is known about Raymond until 1960 when an
article appeared in the newspaper about his new building. The business was being moved to a new location, the
Blacker Building, which was located at 412 Jerry Street (Douglas County News, 23 November 1961, page 4).
Fern’s Shoppe, a women'’s clothing boutique, and Castle Laundry moved into the building. Blacker, himself,
owned the Castle Cleaners, which was located at 407 Wilcox Street. He sold his business, located at 206 — 208
Fourth Street (and maintained ownership) and worked as Superintendent of Public Works in Castle Rock for six
years.

The Blackers sold the building to Edward Burman in 1996. Little is known about Edward Burman. According to
the Public Records of Ancestry.com, he was born on November 15, 1945. There is no evidence that he ever lived
in Castle Rock, as records show he lived in Denver and Morrison.
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He sold the property to 206 Fifth Street, LLC in 2000 and they sold it to Brad Brown's company (B & S Property,
LLC) in 2000. B & S Property owned the building until 2005 when it was sold to Jack Chung and Eun K. Kim.

Statement of significance:

Events

This building signifies the growth and development of commerce in Castle Rock. This building was
constructed in 1962. A laundry has been in the building since it was constructed, signifying the growth of this
industry, as more and more people went to commercial laundries instead of doing it at home.

Age
The building is 50 years old.
Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as defined by the National Park
Service and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and
association) has been retained.

Setting: The physical character of property and area is intact. All of the buildings that surround this building
remain intact, giving the block a sense of place.

Location: The location of this building remains the same. It was constructed on this site.

Design: The design of this building has not changed except the fabric canopies over the entrances.

Materials: The building was historically brick and remains brick. The unique brick detailing also remains intact.
Workmanship: The physical evidence of the original artisan's labor is still evident.

Feeling: The ability of this building to convey its historic character still exists. There have been no changes to
the building since its construction.

Association: The association of this building with its construction in 1962 is intact. The form of the building is
still intact.

Because of its age, it probably would not be eligible for National or State Register eligibility. Buildings of
recent construction, mostly need unique and elaborate architectural detailing and style to be placed on the
National and State Register. It does have sufficient integrity to be a Town of Castle Rock landmark.
