South Elevation (Front fagade): This elevation has a false storefront with a composition clad awning roof over
the entrance. Above the roof, the parapet has been covered with a plywood painted mural of a covered wagon
and cattle scene. The entrance door is on the east end of this facade. It is a flush wood door with a non-historic
brass knob and deadbolt. There is 1" x 4" painted wood trim around the door. The face of the building is clad in
grooved plywood to simulate vertical board siding. There is an aluminum framed slider window to the left of the
door with 1" x 3" wood trim at the jambs.
West Elevation: The west elevation has a six panel metal door with two full length sidelights centered on the
elevation. This elevation is clad with stucco. The trim around the door and sidelights are 1” x 12" boards. At one
time there may have been two other windows, but they have now been covered over with plywood paneling.
There is a window unit attached to the face of the plywood on the north plywood panel. There are two stucco
clad straddle back chimneys on the roof. One is at the rear of the building; the other is near the front of the
building.
North Elevation: This is a shed roofed addition on the back of the gabled building. There is a window on the
elevation which was historically a 4/4 double hung window. The bottom sash has been removed and replaced
with a plywood panel. To the east of this addition is another shed roofed addition, which is clad with what
appears to be horizontal siding. There is a door centered on the elevation, but it has been removed and replaced
with a plywood panel.

The property was first purchased by James E. Fetherolf on March 12, 1901. Soon after, James Fetherolf began
construction of the Keystone Hotel (5DA.681) at 219 and 223 Fourth Street and moved the building from that
location to the two lots that comprise this property. According to the Castle Rock Journal (May 10, 1901), the
moving of the building had begun on Monday (May 5). Another article on the 17th of May, states that the
building is now in place next to S. E. Leonard's Blacksmith. Finally, an article on May 24, 1901, states that
Fetherolf has installed two buildings on the lot and is utilizing them until the new hotel can be constructed at the
corner of Fourth and Wilcox Streets. According to the 1902 Sanborn Map, this building (located on Lot 10) was a
dwelling, while the other building (located on Lot 11) was a furniture store. There was a two-story ice house on
the north (rear) end of the property (mentioned in the May 24, 1901 newspaper article) along with two other
smaller structures. The Sanborn Maps from 1902 - 1930 list the property as a dwelling. The property remained
under Fetherolf ownership until 1940.

James Fetherolf was the son of Elias Fetherolf and Sarah Faust Fetherolf from Albany, Berk County,
Pennsylvania. James was the oldest of ten siblings and was born around 1863. It is not clear when he arrived in
Colorado and where he was once he left his family's home in Pennsylvania, but by 1892 he was in Colorado. He
married Katie M. Fockler December 24, 1892 in Arapahoe County. By 1900, he was living in Castle Rock, but does
not show up on the U. S. Federal Census until 1910 (living on Wilcox Street). He owned the infamous Tivoli
Saloon, one of the wildest bars in the County, where local deputies were reportedly stationed to prevent
drunken cowboys from riding their horses through the building. He and his brother, Francis, constructed the
building on the corner of Wilcox and Fourth where the Tivoli Saloon was located. The building also housed the
Keystone Hotel. James and his wife, Katie, had two children, James Ellsworth and Henry George. They were
twins and were born on January 28, 1900. James remained the owner of this building until his death in 1927,
when it was sold to his wife - Katie Fetherolf. The property once again transferred ownership in 1931 to Katie M.
Tefft and Margaret Fetherolf, James Fetherolf's nieces (daughters of Francis or Franz Fetherolf). They remained
owners of the property until 1940, when it was sold to Alberta King.

Alberta King was born in 1902 in Colorado. She married Ross King who was born in Kansas, but spent most of his
life in Colorado, first in Arvada, Jefferson County and then in Spring Valley, Douglas County. The 1930 U. S.
Federal Census lists the couple as married and living in Denver. Ross was the manager of a food store. It is
unclear when the Kings moved to Castle Rock, but King's Food Store is listed in the Douglas County Fair Books in
1950. The 1955 phone directories, the first year that addresses are listed, showed Ross King living at 215 Fourth
Street (5DA.1259). His store was located at 221 Fourth Street (5DA.681) from 1960 - 1962. Their residence
remained at 215 Fourth until 1969, after Alberta's and Ross's death. Alberta passed away October 8, 1967 and
Ross passed away April 4, 1968. King's Food Store was located at this address from 1960 - 1962. After their
death, their sons Earl and Paul Wayne Ross took ownership of the property. It remained under their ownership
in some form from 1969 to 1984. In 1984, the property was sold to Seaborn and Jean Wicker.

In 1981, the building was no longer utilized as a residence and became a commercial business. The first tenant
was Castle Rock Medical Laboratory. Sometime between 1984 and 1985, the Razors Edge moved into the space
and remains there today.

Statement of significance:

This wood frame building, with a false front form, is significant as an example of Castle Rock's early twentieth
century commercial development (1900-1957). Although the building was a residence from 1901 to 1984, its
appearance was that of a commercial establishment.

It also has the typical character defining features of the false front commercial building type. This building type
is an icon of the urban pioneer West. The false front was popular with shopkeepers because they could project
an image of stability and success to prospective customers, minimizing the monies used to construct the
building. Building owners budgeted their spending for substantial facades, while relegating the secondary sides
of the building to a cheaper utilitarian treatment. The result was the false front commercial building. A
commercial street lined with false front buildings created visual continuity and an urban atmosphere. Its
character defining features are wood construction, wood sided false front, two stories in height extending
above the roof, on a rectangular floor plan, with a front-gable roof.

This building is also significant for its relationship with the National Register listed building at 219 - 223 Fourth
Street. This building was also owned by James Fetherolf and was moved to this site to construct the large

impressive rhyolite stone building, which was the cornerstone of this community. The Keystone Hotel and Café
has served Castle Rock for over 100 years as the largest and nicest establishment in the community. It has
housed it guests and fed many of its citizens with the best meal in Town. Additionally, it also served as the
community building for the community. The second floor of the building served as a dance hall and community
room for the Town for many years. Prior to being moved, this building was the infamous Tivoli Saloon, known
all over the county for its rowdiness. James Fetherolf moved the Tivoli Saloon to this location along with a
portion on the adjacent lot (now extant).

Its association with James Fetherolf and his contribution to the Town of Castle Rock is also significant on a local
level (eligibility). His vision of a larger, more impressive building along the main road of the town linked this
building to the Keystone Hotel. This building was used by James Fetherolf, while the hotel was being
constructed, and was moved to this site to make way for the construction of the Keystone Hotel.

Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity, as defined by the National Park
Service and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and
association), has been significantly diminished due to the many changes made to the building. The design,
feeling, association and materials changed extensively when the building was modified into a commercial
building. The exterior of the building has been covered in stucco and plywood panels and most of the windows
have been replaced with an aluminum frame. Aithough, the historic window configuration on the front fagade
is not known, it has been changed significantly with the configuration of the smaller window. The building has
also lost its association with the adjacent building that has been torn down, but was also moved from the
corner lot of Fourth and Wilcox Streets. It is difficult today for the casual visitor to discern the age of this
building due to the amount of modifications that have occurred in the recent years.

Association of a building based on a person is very difficult to discern. Although Mr. Fetherolf and his family
owned the building for many years, once it was moved from its original location and the Keystone Hotel was
constructed in its place, it was utilized only as a rental property only.

The building no longer has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for National or State Register eligibility,
but is still significant on a local level as a Castle Rock Landmark, because it meets Criteria |, it is over fifty years
old. The building has fost most of its integrity on the local level also, for the reasons described above, but may
stilt be eligible for local landmarking because a building may be considered for landmarking after meeting only
one criteria.
