The property is bounded on the west by a public sidewalk and a plank fence; on the north by a 3’-0” chain link
fence; on the south by a 3’-0” wire fence and on the east by a historic, wire fence on the north side of the
garage and wraps around the shed and a public alley. There is a wood, privacy fence on the south side.

21. Architectural Description:
This building is a side gabled “L” with vinyl siding and applied stone veneer below. The historic windows have
been removed and vinyl replacement windows have been installed. The roof is clad with 3 tab shingles with
boxed eaves. There is a non-historic, shed roof, porch covering on the north end of the west elevation.
Facade (West Elevation)
The door is located on the north end of this elevation and is a non-historic, two panel, under a single lite, wood
door. There is a vinyl, sliding window to the south of the door and a smaller sliding window near the south
corner. There is a non-historic, concrete porch with 4”x 4” railings supporting the shed roof above.
South Elevation
There are two, single hung, vinyl replacement, windows at either end of this elevation. There is a metal, non-
historic, gutter with downspouts at each corner.
East Elevation
There is a sliding door at the northeast corner; one large window, centered on the elevation and one smaller,
single lite, horizontal window, to the south. There is one window in the gable end.
North Elevation
There are no windows on the north elevation.

23. lLandscape or special setting features:

There is a concrete curb approximately 3’-0” to the east of the public sidewalk. Behind the curb is a 3'-0” tall,
wood, plank fence with a pedimented gate at the entrance sidewalk. The landscape area outside the fence is
mostly weeds with no formal plantings. The west yard has three, large, evergreen trees at the south end, and
large, deciduous bushes along the fence line on the north and south. The concrete sidewaltk winds to the north
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24,

towards the front door and abuts the concrete porch. On the north, there are concrete stepping stones that
lead to the back yard. There is a low, concrete wall approximately 15’-0” beyond the house on the east side, and
there appears to be a large, raised, wood, planting bed behind the concrete wall. There is a large, deciduous
tree along the fence line on the northeast corner of the building.

The fence on the north side of the property, in the backyard, is a wood, plank fence that looks to be historic.
Associated buildings, features, or objects:

There is a non-historic, front gable, two-car garage on the east edge of the property line. It is clad with
horizontal, composite, wood siding with T1-11 paneling in the gable ends. The roof is clad with composition
shingles. The garage door is a metal, paneled, overhead door.

There is a storage shed located at the northeast edge of the property line. Itis a non-historic, front gable, wood,
framed building set on skids. The building is clad in T1-11 wood siding. The roof is clad in composition shingles.
There is a door on the west elevation and a vinyl, clad, sliding window on the south elevation.

John Baptiste Ehmann was born to George and Regina Hosl Ehmann on October 3, 1839 in Nurnberg,
Nuremberg, Bayern, Germany. Little is known about John's early life, except that he married Anna Meier on
April 24, 1864 Traunsnitz, Germany. The young couple began having children, almost immediately with Anna
being born in 1865 and Simon C. born in 1868. Elizabeth Anna, Margaret and another Anna arrived in 1870,
1874, and 1876. The family immigrated to the United States in 1888 and came westward (Ancestry.com,
Ensman-Lehman-Spangler-Rhoads Family Tree, Flierl & Bissett Family Tree and S. B. Bissett Family Tree) to
Douglas County. He homesteaded the S, S¥% of SST9SR66W in Douglas County in February 1896 (BLM-GLO
Records). The location is near the current Lake Gulch Road. John was considered one of the original
homesteaders in Douglas County and was among one of the people building the Saint Francis of Assisi Catholic
Church in Castle Rock {Marr, Douglas County, A Historical Journey) and the former Douglas County Courthouse
(RIDC, 29 January 1909, page 1). He was an excellent stone mason and musician when young and living in
Germany, but after moving to Douglas County, he primarily ranched. John retired from ranching in 1905 - 1906,
purchasing Lots 5 & 6 on Front Street. The current address is 416 Front Street. John built a house on the
property, where he lived until his death on January 24, 1909 at the age of 69. He was buried in Cedar Hill
Cemetery in Castle Rock. Anna Ehmann died January 24, 1914 (RIDC, 27 February 1914, page 1).

The property remained in the John Ehmann Estate until 1918, when it was transferred to his daughter Anna
Flierl. She sold the property to Simon, her brother, in 1919.

Simon C. Ehmann was born to John and Anna Meier Ehmann on April 10, 1868. The family lived in Germany
and immigrated to the United States in 1888 (Ancestry.com — Flier| & Bissett Family Tree). They traveled
westward and were in Douglas County by 1896, where his father homesteaded land in the Lake Gulch area (
BLM-GLO Records). Simon married Josephine Nock at his home on Lake Gulch Road (known as Springcliffe
Ranch), on January 22, 1902 (Castle Rock Journal, 31 January 1902, page 1). The house was adjacent to his
father's and his sister, Lizzie Maas, and her five children were living with him (1900 U. S. Federal Census). By
1910, he and Josephine had five children (1910 U. S. Federal Census). His father’s property at 416 Front Street
was transferred to him in 1919, but he remained living on the ranch until his death on May 5, 1948 at
Springcliffe Ranch.

After Simon's death, the property remained in the family and became the property of Simon, Jr. Simon and his
wife, Eleanor, owned the property until 1972, when they sold it to Merle and Lenora Gordon. They only owned
it for five years when they sold it to Nancy Arlene Rodgers. Nothing is known of these owners. Nancy Rodgers
sold the property to its current owners lvan Gomez and Ruth Bomez-Madrid.

Statement of significance:

The building has been modified to such an extent that much of the historic finishes have been removed or
covered and there is no longer a style to the building.

Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as defined by the National Park
Service and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and
association) has been partially retained.

Setting: The physical character of the property and area is intact. This house sits in a residential area with the
railroad tracks to the west. When it was constructed the railroad was present, as was houses surrounding this
property.

Location: The location of this building remains the same. It was constructed on this site.
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Design: The design of this building has changed significantly. There is an addition, changing its appearance.

Materials: The building was historically wood siding with wood windows. The building has been clad with
vinyl siding, metal fascia and has vinyl replacement windows.

Workmanship: The physical evidence of the original artisan's labor is no longer evident since a majority of the
historic materials are now covered or removed.

Feeling: The building has lost its historic feeling. It no longer is able to convey its historic character.
Association: The association of this building with its construction in 1906 is no longer intact.
Because of the changes to the building, it no longer has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for

National or State Register eligibility. Likewise, it does not have sufficient integrity to be a Town of Castle Rock
landmark.

Discuss: This resource was surveyed and documented as part of a project in which buildings within the
downtown area of Castle Rock were surveyed. The survey area was from Front Street on the
east, to Fifth Street on the north, to Elbert Street on the west and Third Street on the south.
This building falls outside that boundary as more of the Town of Castle Rock is surveyed to
determine its significant buildings. The boundaries of a historic district have not yet been
determined since many areas of the town have not yet been surveyed. Additionally, this
building might be associated with an adjacent, unsurveyed area. A preliminary evaluation of
whether this property would be a contributing resource, if found to be within the boundaries
of a district, has been made to assist future studies.
