21. Architectural Description:
This is a front gable, wood framed, building with vertical paneled T1-11 painted siding. There is a composition
roof and a metal flue extending out of the roof on the south side of the gable. Thereisa hipped roofed,
enclosed, sun porch on the west elevation and a shed roof addition on the south elevation that was added after
its construction.
West elevation - the sun porch has historic wood, turned, decorative wood posts supporting the hip roof. The
non-historic infill appears to be aluminum or vinyl and is full height with horizontal mullions at approximately 3’
and vertical mullions. There is a glass door centered on the porch flanked by the glass on either side. The sides
of the sun porch have four lites, two above the horizontal mullion and two below. There is a non-historic,
wrought iron, handrail with pickets at the steps up to the sunroom. To the south of the sunroom on the shed
roof addition, is a small, double hung, 1/1, vinyl window with a flower box and wood shutters. The door is
located at the south end of the historic building. The porch extends the full width of the historic building.
East elevation — there is a single door on the rear of the elevation, slightly off-center on the elevation. There is a
1/1, double hung window in the gable end.
North elevation — there is a single, vinyl replacement, slider window centered on the elevation.
South elevation —there are two small, vinyl replacement, slider windows near the top of the wall, centered on
the elevation.

23. Landscape or special setting features:

There is an evergreen tree in the south portion of the front yard and one in the north portion. Thereisa
concrete sidewalk that leads up to the sunroom and turns and extends along the north face of the house to the
back yard.

There is a dirt, packed driveway between the two outbuildings in the backyard. There are evergreen bushes
against a picket fence at the head of the drive and a chain link fence to the south. There is a large evergreen
tree in the back yard near the house and a deciduous, in the south portion. There is a deciduous tree against the
clay tile building’s west elevation.

Associated buildings, features, or objects:

There is a front gable, wood framed, board and batten building with rolled asphalt roofing. Thereis a window
on the south elevation and a door and window on the east elevation, both have been boarded up. There s a
single door on the north elevation facing the driveway. There is a clay tile, front gable, building with a gable
roof in the backyard north of the driveway. The roof is clad with three-tab, green, asphalt composition shingles.
The gable ends are clad with wood paneled vertical siding. There is a window boarded up on the east elevation.

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Amelia (Millie) Curtis was born on July 29, 1855 to Henry Harper Curtis and Julia Frances Paddison in
Melbourne, Victoria, Australia. She was the fourth child of ten children. In 1856, the family returned to their
home country of Wales due to her mother’s health and lived there until April of 1871, when the family moved to
Colorado and settled at “Oaklands” near Sedalia. In November of 1871, she married Patrick Mcinroy. They had
five children, two daughters and three sons. Patrick died at an early age leaving Amelia to raise her five children
alone. Amelia remarried on February 11, 1883 to George P. Stewart. To that union, five more children were
born. She and her husband, George, were lifelong residents of Castle Rock and Douglas County.

When they married, they lived on a ranch approximately three to four miles west of Castle Rock (Castle Rock
Journal, 29 October 1897, page 3). Amelia often lived in town during the school year so that the children could
go to school and lived on the ranch in the summer and holidays (CRJ, 13 October 1886, page 3, CRJ, 8 January
1897, page 3). In April 1903, the family decided to move to California for George’s health. They rented the
ranch, left for California and returned a year later. By 1915, they were no longer living on the ranch, but were
living in their house in Castle Rock (RIDC, 28 May 1915, page 5).

Amelia fell and broke her leg in October 1942 and steadily worsened until she passed away on November 16,
1942. She, her husband, and her parents, as well as many of her brothers and sisters are buried in Bear Canon
Cemetery.

After Amelia's death, the family maintained ownership of the property until 1945 when it was sold toJ. J.
Hendrix.

Little is known about J. J. Hendrix. A search of the Colorado Historic Newspaper website revealed that he
owned the T Ranch (RIDC, 6 November 1943, page 5). He purchased 422 Front Street (The Maples) in 1943,
after George Stewart passed away and moved into the house (RIDC, 7 January 1943, page 5). In 1945, he
purchased 418 Front Street from the Stewart family so that his wife’s parents, the Barnard'’s, could live next door
(RIDC, 18 June 1943, page 8). He sold the property to them soon after his purchase from the Stewart family.

Nannie and her husband, George, were residents of Texas and moved to Castle Rock to be closer to family (1940
U. S. Federal Census). They owned the house until 1947 when it was sold to Lon and Helen Grace Brooks.

Little is known about Lon and Grace Brooks except that Lon was born June 2, 1905 (Social Security Death Index)
and Grace was born in 1904 (Find a Grave.com). They lived on a ranch three miles south of Sedalia on Perry
Park Road in the early 1940s (RIDC, 28 November 1941, page 5). They raised and sold Angus cattle and were
members of the National Angus Association (RIDC, 5 December 1947, page 1). They moved to Castie Rock
sometime between 1947 and 1952 (RIDC, 21 March 1952, page 1), but it is not believed that they lived at 418
Front Street, which they purchased in 1947. They owned the property less than a year and then sold it.

After moving to Castle Rock, Grace became an employee of the Post Office. In 1966, she suffered a severe
stroke, but recuperated and returned home after rehabilitation (DCN, 10 March 1966, page 1). Little else is
known about the couple except that Lon passed away in Fort Collins in October 1976 and Grace passed away in
1982 (Find a Grave.com).

As stated above, the Brooks owned this property less than a year and sold it to Oscar and Emma Brahmer.

Oscar Brahmer was born on January 4, 1892 in Wisner, Cumming County, Nebraska (World War | Draft
Registration Card) to Wilhelm and Augusta Brahmer, immigrants from Germany. The family was large with a
total of 10 brothers and sisters and his grandfather also lived with his mother and father (U. S. Federal Census —
1900). In 1910, Oscar had left his parent’s house and was living with his brother, Otto, and his wife, along with

three younger brothers. Itis possible that both of his parents had died by 1910. Oscar was 18 years old at the
time and he was working on his brother’s farm in Bismarck Township, Cummings County, Nebraska (U. S.
Federal Census —1910).

By 1913, he was on his own and married Emma Sobwarting in Howell, Nebraska and settled in Bismarck
Township, Cummings County, Nebraska. After their marriage, they had two sons, Orville and Merlin, both born
in Nebraska. By 1920, the small family had moved to Colorado and was living at 3811 Federal Boulevard in
Denver. Oscar was unemployed. In 1927, the Brahmers moved to the old Maas Ranch just west of Castle Rock.
They lived on the property next to the Wolfensberger family and was later purchased by Rudolph Ehmann
(RIDC, 5/25/1951, page 1). In 1938, Oscar and Emma moved to Castle Rock. They purchased property in 1940
(419 Lewis Street) and constructed a house on the property in 1941. They later purchased 418 Front Street in
1951 and moved to that address leasing the home at 419 Lewis Street (Douglas County Assessor). Emma
retained ownership of the property at 419 Lewis Street until 1953 when she sold it to Raymond and Marguerite
Mohler.

Oscar was also very active in the community. He became a Town Councilman in 1940 and was the Treasurer of
the Pikes Peak Grange in 1950, until his death in 1951 (Find a Grave.com). They also opened an interior
decorating business where they were very successful (RIDC, 5/25/1951, page 1).

it is believed that Emma remarried after Oscar’s death, as her name changed to Brahmer-Schultz. She retained
ownership of 418 Front Street until 1969, when she sold it to Margaret Gordon Gelroth. Emma passed away in
1989 and was buried by Oscar in Cedar Hill Cemetery in Castle Rock (Find a Grave.com).

Nothing is known of Margaret and Herbert Gelroth, but it is believed that they are descendents of the Henry and
Lydia Gelroth family who lived in Louviers, Colorado. They owned this property until 2003 when they sold it to
Jean Anne Hilburger Nightingale, Daniel Joseph Hilburger, and Robert Edwin Hilburger. Jean and Robert owned
the property until 2008 when the property was sold to Marlene Frederick, the current owner.

Statement of significance:

This house is constructed very loosely in the Queen Anne style, but more with vernacular characteristics. Itis
difficult to determine if this was the case, as the building has been modified extensively, losing most of its
historic detailing. The Queen Anne style was a common style and can be found in almost every town in
Colorado. Most of the Queen Anne homes found in small rural communities like Castle Rock were more
vernacular and did not have the extensive decorative features found in the high style.

Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as defined by the National Park
Service and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and
association) has been partially retained.

Setting: The physical character of property and area is intact. This house sits in a residential area with the
railroad tracks to the west. When it was constructed the railroad was present, as were houses surrounding
this property.

Location: The location of this building remains the same. It was constructed on this site.

Design: The design of this building has not changed significantly except for the removal of the historic
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windows and the enclosure of the shed on the north elevation. The historic windows are now vinyl
replacement windows. The historic windows are character defining features and should have been retained.
The historic form of the building is intact.

Materials: The historic wood siding and the wood windows have been removed. The siding is modern T1-11
paneled siding and the windows are vinyl replacement windows.

Workmanship: The physical evidence of the original artisan's labor is no longer evident.

Feeling: The ability of this building to convey its historic character no longer exists since the wood siding and
the windows have been replaced.

Association: The association of this building with its construction in 1911 is no longer intact.

Because of the changes to the building, it no longer has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for
National or State Register eligibility. It does have sufficient integrity to be a Town of Castle Rock landmark.
