The property is bounded on the east by Jerry Street, on the north by another property with a building; on the
south by 309 Wilcox Street (5DA2655); and on the west by a public alley.

21. Architectural Description:

The building, which was once a residence, has been modified extensively. Today, the building has a double hip
roof with a hipped roof vestibule in the corner of the leg. The building has been stuccoed and has a concrete tile
roof with copper gutters. There are large, square columns that flank the entrance and at the southeast corner of
the building. The roof overhangs the building approximately 24” and creates a walking path that leads to the
south facing dining area.

Front Fagade:

The main entrance to the building is in a vestibule entrance that was added. The doors are non-original and are
natural stained double doors with 4-lites above a single panel. The hardware is wrought iron and natural wood
trim around the doors. To the north of the doors, in a section of the original house, the window pattern has
been modified to create six, six-lite windows. The windows are wood, true-divided lites with exterior vinyl
cladding. To the south of the main entrance, there is a set of double 24-lite vinyl clad wood doors. There is a
large patio behind the stucco wall with composite flooring and tables. To either side of the door are half round
pilasters. The southeast corner is supported by a large square, stucco column.

South Elevation:

The window pattern on the south elevation has also been changed. The windows have been removed and an
opening centered on the elevation has been created and infilled with three rows of glass block. The southwest
corner of the historic house is the beginning of the outside dining area.

West Elevation (Historic House)/Addition

There is a door into the restaurant located at the southwest corner of the west elevation of the original house.
Adjacent and to the north of the entrance, a large quarter round addition has been constructed. This corner of
the house demarcates the end of the historic house and the addition which extends the full width of the house
and to the back, west property line. The quarter round addition has ten vinyl clad, single lite, wood windows
with six-lite transom windows above. The addition wraps around the south dining patio on the west, north and
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24.

south. To the north of the patio and up to the building, there is a small landscaped courtyard lined with
concrete pavers. The courtyard has a water feature and a large evergreen tree nestled in the north end of the
courtyard. The tree, which is very tall and original to the property, is dedicated to the current owner’s father
who was a National Park Service Ranger. The north portion of the addition has three single lite, vinyl clad, wood
windows with transom above. As the addition wraps the courtyard, there are five of the same windows facing
the courtyard. The south face of the addition has three additional taller single lite, vinyl clad windows with
transoms above. The west portion of the addition, facing the courtyard has a gabled entrance with concrete tile
roof. The roof is supported by two large square stucco columns and there are two bronze clad doors set back
under the roof. The doors are historic, but not original to this property and have Wrightian style window
detailing with a large central lite and smaller lites surrounding. Below, there is a large single panel. The south
elevation of the west portion of the addition has glass block cut into the southeast corner of the south elevation.

North Elevation:

The north elevation of the historic house has been modified. The windows have been removed and the addition
wraps the northwest corner of the house. There are two east facing metal, flush doors in the addition. The
addition on the north houses the kitchen and mechanical areas of the restaurant.

West Elevation:

This elevation is the delivery area for the restaurant. It has a large concrete loading dock on the north end of the
elevation and ramp up to the delivery door on the north corner of the elevation. Above there are several
punched openings with glass block inserts.

The building was historically a duplex with two entrances. The entrances are no longer visible from the exterior,
but can be discerned from the interior. They were located near the south corner of the fagade and to the north
of the existing main entrance.

Architectural Style: No Style

Landscape or special setting features:

The front yard is landscaped with decorative planting beds containing low growing shrub, flowers and rocks. The
front yard is divided by a non-historic stucco walled ramp up to the vestibule of the building. The entrance to
the ramp is flanked by two large pampas grass plants. To the right of the ramp are a large cedar tree and a
smaller evergreen tree near the building. The edge of the yard is lined with stone. The left side of the yard has
an evergreen tree and a deciduous tree close to the sidewalk. The sidewalk winds across this part of the yard
and leads to a stucco opening that runs along the south property line to the south outside dining area. The
property line is lined with tall, narrow evergreen tree that create a screen wall for the south facing outside
dining area.

The dining area is located along the south portion of the property line and starts at the southwest corner of the
historic house where a four bay eight car garage once sat. The garage was removed and the courtyard and
addition was constructed. The courtyard is paved with concrete, rusticated pavers. There is a concrete sidewalk
that extends from the western edge of the courtyard along the face of the south elevation of the western
portion of the addition. There are a combination of large deciduous trees and cedar trees that line the south
property line to block the view of the adjacent parking lot.

Harry Robert Campbell was born September 16, 1892 in Colorado (Ancestry.com Social Security Death Index).
He married Ruth |. Freed, the daughter of Orville Gillmore Freed and Ellen Eveline Daugherty. She was born
circa 1893 in lllinois according to the U. S. Federal Census. They had two children, Dorothy and Marjorie.

Robert Campbell was very active in the Castle Rock and Douglas County community. As early as 1931, he was
involved in law enforcement as an undersheriff (RIDC, 2/20/1931, pg. 4). After many years of service, he was
appointed as Douglas County Sheriff in 1942 a post he held until 1946 (RIDC, 2/6/1942, pg. 1 & Douglas County
Library website — list of D. C. Sheriffs).

In 1947, he bought out Ridenour Hardware, located at 219 4th Street and changed the name to Campbell
Hardware (RIDC, 2/14/1947, pg. 5). The business was sold in 1957 — 1958 when it became Higginson Hardware
(Castle Rock Telephone Books). It is not clear, but Robert remained on the County payroll through 1966 (DCN,
1/27/1966, pg. 8). The position is unknown.

Its possible he purchased this property to build a home. He never actually built on this property and the Castle
Rock Telephone Books state he was living at 314 Elbert Street in 1954. He remained owner of this property
except for a short period of time in 1952, until 1956.

He sold this property to Nathan A and Josephine M. Pearman in 1956.

Nathan Pearman, according to Ancestry Public Records, was born October 24, 1904. He was born in Missouri,
but his parents are unknown. He married Josephine when he was 21, in 1925. Josephine was born circa 1908
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and married at age 18 (U. S. Federal Census — 1930). After marrying, they lived in Adams County in Eastlake.
Nathan was a farm laborer (1930 U. S. Federal Census). Soon after they moved to Larkspur and purchased land
there. The first mention of the Pearman family in Larkspur was in 1932. Nathan became active in the
community, sponsoring dances, involved in the Douglas County Rifle Club and later the Mt. Herman Rifle Club
(DCN, 11/16/1961, pg. 9). In the late 1930s, he opened a barbecue stand (RIDC, 10/22/1937, pg. 11). Thenin
1938, he either expanded his restaurant or opened a new business — Pearman’s Grocery Store (RIDC, 9/2/1938,
pg. 4). He owned this store until 1947, when he sold it to Mr. and Mrs. Ray V. Norton (RIDC, 11/7/1947, pg. 5).
He sold his home in Larkspur, which included the old Sante Fe Section House he had moved onto the property
(RIDC, 11/29/1940, pg. 8) in 1951 and moved to the Pikes Peak Ranch east of Greenland (RJDC, 1/18/1952, pg.
1). Nathan and his wife purchased 313 Jerry Street (5DA2989) in 1956 and moved to Castle Rock. Nathan had
semi-retired, but still ran a sharpening business out of his home along with working at small carpentry jobs
(DCN, 5/2/1963, pg. 2 and DCN, 2/10/1966, pg. 9). They sold this property in 1978.

Nathan and Josephine Pearman sold this property to Kieth Yates in 1978. He sold the properties to Shy
Properties in 1980. Kieth Yates was an owner of Shy Properties. It was sold again in 1994 to Susan and Michael
Keene.

In 1997, it was purchased by John Delay.

John is the current owner under the name 313 Jerry Street. John had been in Castle Rock since the 1980s, but in
1999, he moved his well known Pegasus Restaurant to 313 Jerry Street.

Setting: The physical character of the environment of the property is somewhat intact. Many of the buildings
that were surrounding this building have either burned or been significantly modified through the years. The

building to the north burned in the 1980s, the building to the south has a large two story addition constructed
onto the face of the residence and the historic courthouse across the street was also burned.

Location: The location of this building remains the same. It was constructed on this site.

Design: The design of this building has changed significantly. There is little evidence of the historic house that
is buried within the existing building.

Materials: All of the historic materials have been hidden or removed.
Workmanship: The physical evidence of the original artisan's labor and skill is no longer visible through the
visual aspects of the building. The building has been re-clad and most of the historic materials have been

covered or removed.

Feeling: The ability of this building to convey its historic character no longer exists.
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Association: The association of this building with its construction is no longer intact.

Because of the changes to the building, it no longer has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for
National or State Register eligibility. It is likewise ineligible for local landmarking because much of the
character defining features of the building are no longer intact and the integrity has been diminished.
