West elevation: The west elevation faces Lewis Street. It is bounded on the western boundary by a rhyolite
rubble stone wall and a public sidewalk. There is on-street parking. South elevation: The south elevation of
the yard is bounded by stacked concrete block wall and the adjacent properties driveway. North elevation:
The property is bordered by a public sidewalk and on-street parking. The east property line is bounded by the
garage and the adjacent property.

21. Architectural Description:
The building is a two story house with a hipped roof. The 12” to 14” overhanging eaves are supported by two
scroll brackets located at the corners of the building and on either side of each window. The building has 1” x 4”
painted (white) corner boards. The freize at the top is approximately 18" tall and is comprised of three boards.
Below there is shiplap siding painted yellow. There are gutters and downspouts at each corner of the house.
There is a red brick chimney centered on the roof.

Front facade (West Elevation): This is the primary entrance. There is a single story hipped roof porch that is
centered on the fagade and extends almost the full width of the elevation. The wood stairs (6 risers) are
constructed of wood with turned railings and decorative turned newel posts with faceted round balls on top.
The railing on top is a simple wood railing. The columns are also turned and are located at the top of the stairs.
There are additional columns approximately 12” from the stair columns and at the corners of the porch. There
are pilasters at the porch and building. The tops of the columns have decorative scroll brackets. There are also
decorative brackets that support the overhanging eaves of the porch at each column. The wood framing of the
porch is covered with simple painted wood paneled coverings. The door on this elevation is painted red and has
two panels above a large single panel lite over multi-panels. There are two windows that flank the door. The
windows are 20-lite fixed wood windows. Above on the second floor there are three more windows. The
windows are centered on the doors and windows below. The windows are 1/1 double hung wood windows.

South Elevation: This elevation has two separate appendages. The west appendage is a gable roofed,
composition shingled porch covering constructed of 2” x 4” exposed roof rafters and 1x solid sheathing. The
columns are plain 4” x 4” columns. The gable end of the porch is a simple arched panel. The door on the porch
is a multi-lite paneled wood door with a wood screen, painted red. Adjacent to this appendage is a square
hipped roof projection with 10-lite double doors on the south elevation with a single lite transom above. The

side elevations have 8 divided lite wood windows. The overhanging eaves are supported by three brackets on
the south elevation and two on the east and west elevations. The second floor has two windows centered on
the elevation. The windows are 1/1 wood, double hung windows.

There is a non-historic addition on the east elevation — south end. The south elevation of this addition is
painted wood siding. The wood frieze has three wood boards painted white. The overhanging eaves are only
about 9” deep. There are three single hung, vinyl, 1/1 windows centered on the elevation. The roofis a hipped
roof with composition shingles.

North Elevation: The north elevation of the main building has a hipped roof, square bay, on the east end of the
elevation, on a concrete foundation. The overhanging eaves are supported by wood brackets on the corners of
the north elevation of the bay. The north elevation of the bay has a large15-lite, wood, fixed window. The
corners of the bay have 1x painted wood trim and there is a simple 1”x12” frieze board, painted white. To the
west is a non-original, wood, plate glass window with two single hung windows flanking the plate glass window.
Above, on the second floor, there are two wood, double hung windows.

There is a single story and a two story addition on the east elevation along with the single story seen on the
south elevation. The single story addition on the north side has a hipped roof clad with composition shingles.
The east elevation has a high, two lite, vinyl sliding window. The addition has 1x wood corner trim and 1x fascia.
The two story addition is centered on the east elevation and has a shed roof with composition shingles. The first
floor has a shed roof porch with a door centered on the elevation. The porch is supported by 4” x 4” wood
columns at the corners with wood 4” x 4” angled brackets. There is a simple 1"x12” frieze board, painted white
at the top. There is a 1/1 vinyl window centered on the elevation. There is a white painted picket fence
between this elevation and the garage.

Architectural Style: Late Victorian - Italianate

Landscape or special setting features:

West elevation: The west side of the house has four ornamental deciduous trees and a concrete sidewalk that
leads up to wood stairs to a porch. There is a large grouping of bushes to the southwest corner of the house.
The backyard that aligns with the western edge of the house has a wood picket fence. The outer picket fence is
unpainted and surrounds a garden. The inner picket fence is painted white and surrounds the grass yard.

South elevation: There are numerous small deciduous bushes along the perimeter of the property. The yard is
bounded by a white picket fence.

North elevation: There is a fieldstone planting bed that extends from the bay window to the west corner of the
house.

Associated buildings, features, or objects:

Garage — The building is a hipped roof building with composition shingles and a wind vane at the peak of the
roof. There are shallow overhanging eaves. South Elevation : The south elevation has three frieze boards at the
top with horizontal wood siding, painted yellow. There is a wood multi-lite door centered on the elevation with
two windows flanking the door. The windows appear to be a 1/1 vinyl windows. West Elevation: There is a
wood, multi-lite door centered on this elevation. North Elevation: There is a two car, paneled, modern overhead
door with lites above. There is a concrete driveway that extends to the street to the north. East Elevation: This
elevation has no fenestration.

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Wallace Holcomb was born July 15, 1846 in Southwick, Massachusetts to the parents of Milton Holcombe and
Elvira Gillett Holcombe and had seven brothers and sisters. He lived in Southwick his entire young life and
married Ellen Butler on April 6, 1875. He and his wife had a baby girl, Violet Louise on June 19, 1884. They lived
on the family homestead in Southwick with his father for about 10 years after their marriage and then moved to
Colorado in 1885. When moving to Douglas County, he purchased about 1,000 head of sheep and land south of
Castle Rock. He spent one winter raising the herd and then sold out and moved to Castle Rock in 1887. (The
Holcomb Genealogy: A Genealogy, History and Directory - Ancestry.com).

After moving to Castle Rock, he partnered with William Dillon and managed the creamery (The Holcomb
Genealogy: A Genealogy, History and Directory - Ancestry.com and CRJ, May 9, 1888, pg. 4). As stated before,
he partnered with Robert Hancock and later William Whitney to create the Holcomb and Hancock Lumber Store
and the Holcomb and Whitney Lumber and Hardware Store. In 1903, he sold the company to Preston Day (CRJ,
May 8, 1903, pg. 1). After selling the business, he moved to Colorado Springs and soon after went to Steamboat
Springs with W. E. Carver and purchased the Electric Light Plant. He only owned the company for two years,
while living in Colorado Springs at 2103 N. Nevada Avenue. In 1906, he left Colorado and returned to
Massachusetts and purchased a house and a few acres in Springfield. He remained in this house in Springfield
until April 1917 when he moved to 300 Main Street in Suffield, Massachusetts (The Holcomb Genealogy: A
Genealogy, History and Directory - Ancestry.com).

While living in Castle Rock, he was a very astute businessman and was very active in the Castle Rock community.
He not only owned the hardware store, but was a part of the Castle Rock Creamery; he was a Trustee for the
Town (CRJ, August 7, 1889, pg. 4); Secretary of the School Board (CRJ, August 7, 1889, pg. 4); Vice President of
the Fidelity Building and Loan Association (CRJ, June 27, 1894, pg. 4); Mayor Pro Tem (CRJ, July 17, 1895, pg. 4);
Justice of the Peace (CRJ, November 20, 1895, pg. 4); Director of the Castle Rock Mining and Milling Company
(CRJ, September 18, 1896, pg. 4); Director of the Douglas County Building and Loan Association (CRJ, January 15,
1897, pg. 3); Director of the Castle Rock Light, Heat and Power Company (CRJ, 1902, pg. 1); and Mayor of Castle
Rock (CRJ, April 10, 1903, pg. 8).

Wallace Holcomb sold this property to J. C. Wykes in 1903. Jay Chauncey Wykes was born January 4, 1879 in
Grand Rapids, Michigan to Arthur Baker Wykes and Mary Terrell Wykes. Jay was the youngest child of four
children (Ancestry.com - McBride, Heathman, Terrill, Law, Jaynes, Grim, Downing, Race, Boyle, Kent, Sabin,
Maynard, Family Tree). His father, Arthur, was a butcher and they lived on Lafayette Street in Grand Rapids
(1880 U. S. Federal Census). By 1900, he was the only child left living with his elderly parents. His father was a
stock buyer and Jay was working as a brakeman for the railroad (1900 U. S. Federal Census). His parents moved
to Colorado in October of 1902 to be closer to their daughter Mrs. Anna Brown (CRJ, 10/10/1902, pg. 5). Jay
came out with his family and stayed until the new year before returning to Michigan. After Jay's return, his
mother passed away on April 28, 1903 (CRJ, 5/1/1903, pg. 4). Jay returned to Colorado for his mother's funeral.
While he was in Colorado, he married Clara Brown (CRJ, 7/17/1903, pg. 8). After their marriage the happy
couple moved to Castle Rock permanently. Soon after his marriage to Clara he purchased this house in the
hopes of beginning his family. He did not remain in the house long as he sold it to R. J. Dobell in May of 1904.

While in Michigan, Jay had worked for the railroad. It was then a natural progression for him to begin working
for the D & R G railroad as an expressman for the train that ran between Denver and Grand Junction (CRJ,
9/9/1904, pg 8). To make it more convenient for his work, Jay moved the family to Denver the same month
(CRJ, 9/30/1904, pg. 5). Along with Jay and his family, his sister, her children and Jay's father all moved to
Denver. It is believed that they remained in Denver until circa 1910, when Jay, his family, and his father, Albert,
returned to Lowell Township, Kent County, Michigan to begin farming (1910 U. S. Federal Census). The family
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remained on the property farming through the 1920s, but by 1930, Jay was working as a salesman for a

Department Store as were his sons who were living with him (1930 U. S. Federal Census).

Wilkes sold this property to R. J. Dobell in 1904.

Leroy (Roy)J. Dobell was born in Palatine, lllinois on March 6, 1871. He moved to lowa in 1877 with his father,
J. D. Dobell and his mother Ellen Minerva Whitcomb Dobell. He married his wife, Hattie Adella Richmond, June
21, 1891, while living in lowa and had two children - Ceylon J. - 6 years old and Cecil R. - 3 years old. His
occupation was listed as a preacher. According to the Castle Rock Journal dated May 6, 1904, he moved to
Castle Rock to become the cashier of the First National Bank of Douglas County. His previous residence was
listed as Ellendale, Minnesota where he had been the cashier of the Security State Bank. His family moved
shortly after and they moved into the former residence of J. C. Wykes. While living in Castle Rock, he was very
active. He was not only the cashier of the First National Bank, he was also the Secretary of Castle Rock Light,
Heat and Power Company; was a founding member of the Douglas County Ditch and Reservoir Company (built
ditches and irrigation canals along East Plum Creek and Saw Mill Creek), founding member of the Douglas
County Mercantile Company in 1905; was a delegate to the Republican State Convention in 1906; and owned a
real estate office. By 1906, he was Vice-President of the First National Bank of Douglas County. He was also a
partner with William B. Priddy in the real estate business. By 1910, Dobell had moved to Julesberg working at a
newspaper. His family was much larger with Charles, age 5, and Helen, age 3, along with the previous two
children. Although the Record Journal of Douglas County stated he was living in Julesberg working at a
newspaper, the 1910 U. S. Census states he was a cashier at a bank, and, alternately, his 1918 passport
application stated he was a real estate agent. His application states that he was requesting a passport to do
"war work" for the Y. M. C. A. He would be traveling to France and Great Britain. A 1920 passport application
lists his residence as Denver and he was traveling to Paris, France for the Y.M.C.A. and had been living at the
Hotel Burgundy in Paris since 1918. The 1920 U. S. Census listed his residence as Julesberg, Colorado, but
another 1920 Census lists his residence in Coblenz, Germany and he is divorced. It is believed that he divorced
in 1920 and moved to Denver and then went back oversees for the Y. M. C. A. Little else is known of Roy until
his death in 1930 according to Ancestry records.

R. J. Dobell sold the house to Clifton Bassell in 1909.

Clifton R. Bassell was born on July 25 1879 (World War | Draft Registration Card) to John and Sarah Moyers
Bassell in Freeman’s Creek (Ancestry.com - Paulsen Family Tree) or Buckhannon (RIDC, June 8, 1951, pg. 1),
Lewis County, West Virginia. The family moved to Colorado when Clifton was nine years old and settled in the
Hilltop area (SE1/4 of $32, T6S, R66W) of Douglas County, called the Mile Square Ranch (9/7/1923, pg.1).

Clifton made a name for himself in Castle Rock. He was known as a fine orator and spoke often at public events
(CRJ, 6/14/1901, pg. 1). After graduating from high school, he attended the University of Denver to obtain a law
degree. He became politically active, becoming a candidate for County Judge in 1904 on the Republican ticket
(CRJ, 9/16/1904, pg.1) and was the Chairman of the Republican County Convention (CRJ, 10/9/1908, pg. 1 &
6/10/1910, pg. 4). It is not clear when Clifton was elected Judge, but by 1912, he was holding the judicial seat in
Castle Rock. He held this position for four years.

In 1909, he married Annie Nickson (RJDC, 6/8/1951, pg.1) and moved to a house on Cantril Street. Their first
and only child, Roswell, was born in 1912 (RIDC, 5/31/1912, pg. 5). Soon after the birth of Roswell, the family
purchased the Strong property on Cherry Creek, south of Parker, and moved there (RIDC, 5/2/1913, pg. 5 &
RIDC, 6/8/1951, pg. 1). It is not clear when the family left this property, but they moved to Littleton and then to
California. Clifton became a real estate broker after the move to California. By 1920, the family was living at
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333 W. Burchett Street in Glendale, California (1920 U. S. Federal Census and 1920 California Voter Registration
Sheets). He must have been very successful, as he took the entire family to Honolulu, Hawaii for a month long
stay. While there, his father passed away (RIDC, 9/7/1923, pg. 1). Clifton and his family never returned to
Castle Rock to set up residence, but they did visit because of Annie’s family which still lived in Douglas County.

Clifton passed away on May 18, 1951 (Social Security Index).

It is not clear whether the Bassell's lived in this house, although it is possible as they were leasing the house on
Cantril in 1908 and could have moved here in 1909. They only owned it for one year and then sold it to W. J.

Strong.

Based on research, it is believed that Strong may have never lived in this residence. He owned a large ranch
south of Parker along Cherry Creek. It is the same property that Clifton Bassell purchased in the description
above. After they sold the ranch to Bassell, Mr. and Mrs. Strong traveled to the east coast to visit their son, and
then returned to settle in Denver. During his ownership, there were many newspaper entries of families that
lived in the house. Some of the families that lived in the house were U. S. Sturdevant, A. F. Pine (RIDC,
11/3/1911. pg. 7), and Mr. and Mrs. Manhart (RIDC, 8/14/1914, pg. 5). When Strong sold the property to
Lucretia Allen, the Manharts remained living in the residence (RIDC, 2/4/1916, pg. 5).

Little is known about Lucretia Allen except that she was a school teacher in Castle Rock. She moved to Castle
Rock from Colorado Springs where she was working (RIDC, 8/22/1913, pg. 5). She lived in Castle Rock for
several years, but she may have never lived in the house, as Henry Manhart and his family were living in it when
she purchased the property. She sold the house in 1918 to Joseph Kroll.

The Kroll family were early residents of Douglas County. Joseph Kroll, Jacob’s father, homesteaded the NE1/4 of
Section 34, Township 6 South, Range 67 West in 1892. He purchased the SE1/4 of the same section in 1895 and
Lot 2, Block 2, or the N1/2 of the NW1/4 of Section 2, Township 7 South, Range 67 West in 1899, all in the Happy
Canyon area located near the interchange of 125 and the new Ridgegate Parkway exit. The Glendale Open Space
Park is a portion of Joseph Kroll’s original homestead. The name was carried over from the name given to the
farm by the family in 1915 — “Glendale Farm” (RJIDC — April 30, 1915, pg.1).

Joseph was born in Tyrol, Austria on February 22, 1857 and immigrated to the United States between 1878 and
1881. He married Maria Eberhart in September 1, 1883 in Leadville, Colorado where he had moved from
Pennsylvania in 1882. They moved to Douglas County in 1885 where they homesteaded the property described
above (RIDC, 1/26/1940, pg.1). Joseph and Mary had six children. Jacob, who owned the Kroll Grocery Store on
Wilcox Street was born February 18, 1894. By 1918, the family had leased the farm and moved to 220 Lewis
Street in Castle Rock.

The house was truly a gathering place for friends and family. The newspapers through the years document
many dinners, parties and guests at the house. One gets the feeling it was the heart and soul of the family and
they all gathered there to be together.

Elizabeth, their daughter, married Ernest Lowell in September of 1938. Although the young couple were not
married in the house, the reception was held there where family and friends gathered to celebrate their happy
day. The fiftieth anniversary of Joseph and Marie Kroll and the tenth anniversary of her brother, Frank, were
also celebrated (RIDC, September 2, 1938, pg. 1).

Joseph Kroll passed away in January of 1940 of a sudden heart attack at his home at 220 Lewis Street. After
Joseph's death, the house was passed on to the Kroll heirs and then in 1945, ownership was passed to Elizabeth
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Kroll Lowell, Joseph's daughter. It is believed that she lived in the residence, as her phone number from the
Castle Rock Telephone Directories remained unchanged from 1947 to 1953 when addresses were added to the
phone book. In 1953, her address was listed at 220 Lewis Street. It remained her property until her death and
then was placed in the Elizabeth Lowell Trust. It remained a part of this trust until 1997 when it was sold to

Kenneth Langley.

Nothing is known of Kenneth Langley and Allan and Kollena Fitzwater who were the next owners of.the
property. The Fitzwaters went through a divorce and the house was forecslosed on until John and Katherine
Gallagher purchased the property in 2008.

Architecture: This building is constructed in the Italianate Style. It has many of the characteristics such as: a
low pitched, hip roof; bracketed cornice; tall, narrow windows; molded window surrounds; an arcaded porch;

and wide, overhanging eaves.

Community Planning and Development: This building sits in the middle of the historic Craig and Gould
Subdivision. This subdivision is the earliest residential neighborhood in Castle Rock. As the Town of Castle
Rock grew, this neighborhood grew to encompass the influx of people needing housing. The neighborhood is
located on the east side of the railroad tracks and the town is located on the west side of the railroad tracks.

Local Criteria
People: This house is called the Holcomb House because Wallace Holcomb built it for his family. He was the

owner of the Holcomb and Whitney Hardware Store and was an active citizen in the Town of Castle Rock.
Additionally, Joseph Kroll and his family lived in this large, ten-room house. During his tenure, the house truly
became a gathering place for family and guests alike. Joseph Kroll, was one of the pioneering citizens of Castle
Rock and owned a ranch in the Happy Canyon area north of Castle Rock, now known as Glendale Open Space.

Age: The building was constructed in 1892, so it meets the 50 year criteria.

Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as defined by the National Park
service and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and
association) has been mostly retained. There have been several additions all constructed prior to the 1940s.
These additions are on secondary elevations and the style of the house is intact and the additions are historic.
The design of the building has changed little through the years and the character-defining features are intact.
The setting, location, workmanship, feeling and association are also intact.

The building has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for National and State Register eligibility. Itis
also significant on a local level as a Castle Rock Landmark.
