Although the building was historically constructed as a terrace type building, little of this building type is visible
today. The iconoclastic elements (corbelled parapet, porches, duplex entrance) are obscured behind the more
modern finishes and the remodeling of the building that has taken place through the years.

The building is a masonry building that has been clad in stucco. The roof is primarily flat with a stepped parapet
on the south side of the building and evidence of the corbelled parapet on the east elevation is visible beneath
the stucco. There is no parapet on the west elevation. The building has several additions, one on the north
which expanded the dining room and provided a dining patio on the east. There are also several painted,
concrete block additions on the west elevation. A square addition has been constructed at the southeast corner
to provide a new vestibule for the restaurant.

Front Fagade (East Elevation): The historic building has three fixed pane windows with painted lintels and sills.
The entrance door is located in an angled addition. The southeast elevation of the addition has a multi-lite fixed,
arched window. The angled addition at the southeast corner has brick corbeling on the parapet. The north
addition has a pair of solid paneled doors on the south end of the elevation. Adjacent is a pair of six-lite, fixed
windows. To the north of the windows, are three pairs of six lite doors that open on to the dining patio. At the
end of the elevation is another pair of six-lite, fixed windows.

South Elevation: There is a twelve-lite, fixed pane window with a painted stucco lintel and sill. There are four
carriage lites equally spaced on the elevation. The parapet is capped with a painted, metal cap with drip edge.
The south elevation of the sloped roof addition at the rear of the building has a painted, hollow metal door
centered on the elevation.

Waest Elevation: The west elevation is comprised of three separate painted concrete block additions. The
elevation has multiple conduits, electrical panels and one infilled window. There is a painted gutter at the roof

edge and downspouts at the north and south ends of the elevation.

North Elevation: The north elevation has no openings and is clad in stucco.

Architectural Style: Terrace Type

Landscape or special setting features:

The east and south elevations contains the landscaping for this property. There is a raised planting bed with a
concrete block retaining wall at the southeast corner of the building with small bushes and decorative evergreen
trees. Below, the planting bed is level with the public sidewalk. There are low, growing evergreen bushes and
small, decorative gravel along the east elevation. To the north is a large dining patio with a wood railing to
separate the patio from the planting bed and public sidewalk. The planting bed by the dining patio is covered
with gravel and small deciduous plantings. The north addition has a wood trellis with string lights along the
street face. The patio is lined with low brick columns topped with precast concrete caps. Between the columns
are wrought iron railings.

The south elevation has a stone retaining wall at the head of pull-in off-street parking. The planting bed created
by the retaining wall has gravel and low, growing deciduous plantings. There are a set of concrete stairs at the
east and west end of the planting bed. The stairs have painted, metal railings.

August Jensen was a jack-of-all-trades and during his lifetime, he worked at many professions. He had a hog
ranch, chopped ice and sold it during the winter, managed multiple rental houses, and cleaned out privy vaults
for the Town of Castle Rock. August was born in Denmark around 1858 and grew to adulthood before
immigrating to the United States in 1880. He became a naturalized citizen in1886, according to the 1910 U. S.
Federal Census. His wife Anna, was from Denmark also, but it does not appear that they married until after
immigrating to the United States. Anna was significantly younger than August. Born in 1872, it appears that she
immigrated the same year as August and became a naturalized citizen at the same time. They married in 1900
and had two children, Dagmar and Christopher.

August and his family moved to Castle Rock in November 1900. He leased the Cottage Hotel, but his primary
business was opening a bakery (Castle Rock Journal (CRJ), 11/9/1900, page 5). His bakery appeared to be very
successful since it was noted that he shipped his bread to customers in Denver (CRJ, 11/16/1900, page 4) and
delivered bakery items and meat to rural customers in Perry Park, Larkspur, Sedalia, Parker and Franktown (CRJ,
5/31/1901, page. 1). He left the Cottage Hotel and leased M. Geradehand's stone building that was formerly
occupied by Andrew Anderson which was located outside the front gates of the courthouse on Wilcox Street in
1902 (CRI, 1/31/1902, page.4). The focus of his business was expanded to include pastries, cakes and pies (CRJ,
9/13/1901, page 5). It officially opened November 1, 1901 (CRJ, 10/25/1901, page. 2) and housed a bakery,
butcher shop and restaurant (CRJ, 11/8/1901, page. 5). While managing the restaurant and bakery, he was also
cutting ice in the winter time on the reservoir that was located south of town (CRJ, 1/31/1902, page 4). He
would then sell the ice to customers. Hard times must have hit though, because in May 1903, he was arrested
and charged for theft of six to eight bags of 100-pound sacks of flour and cracked corn from the R. P. Connant
Feed Store (CRJ, 5/1/1903, page. 4). By December, he had been convicted and sent to the penitentary in Canon
City for not less than one year nor more than two years (CRJ, 12/4/1903, page, 1). In 1911, his ice business was
bustling. He shipped eighteen train car loads to Denver, eighteen to twenty car loads to Parker and the
creamery, and fifty car loads to Chicago (Record Journal of Douglas County (RIDC), 12/22/1911, page, 1). Later,
in 1913, he expanded his professions further by becoming a mover. His advertisement stated, "Express, moving
and haulling. Promptly done. ---August Jensen" ( RIDC, 9/12/1913, page, 5).

While Jensen was operating his bakery and restaurant, he was also purchasing property south of town and
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obtaining mortgages from the Woodhouse family. His first purchase was lots 1, 2, and 3, block 28. He began
building a four room house on the property in 1903 (CRJ, 6/5/1903, page, 5). He continued purchasing property
and building houses in 1905 (CRJ, 5/26/1905, page, 5) and finally in 1907, he built the terrace houses that are
located on this property (CRJ, 1/4/1907, page, 1). It is believed that the reservoir where Jensen cut ice was also
his, as there are numerous references to a reservoir owned by him (RIDC, 12/1/1911, page, 1). By March of 1912,
he had developed an autopark specifically for auto traffic between Denver and Colorado Springs. The lake was
the centerpiece of the park/resort, and he constructed additional amenities such as bath houses and picnic
grounds. He even provided swimming suits for the visitors! His intent was to give visitors a variety of options
such as fishing, bathing, boating, or swimming, along with just relaxing in the picnic grounds (RIDC, 3/22/1912,
page, 4 & RIDC, 6/28/1912, page, 1).

Life seemed to be going well for the Jensen family until July 1912, when August Jensen's son, Christopher,
drowned in a flood that came down Sellers' Guich (RIDC, 7/19/1912, page, 1). A year and a half later, Jensen and
his family traded the wonderful property south of town to 1. V. Shell and moved to Denver (RIDC, 3/6/1914,
page, 5). Mrs. W. H. Farrell took over management of the reservoir to provide swimming lessons for the children
of Castle Rock (RJDC, 6/51914, page,1). But times continued to worsen for the family because by May of 1915,
heirs of the Woodhouse family - Ada Ritchey, Mary Scott, Sarah Harkins, and Selina Brennand had filed a
foreclosure notice on I. V. Shell, August Jensen and Anna Jensen (RIDC, 5/21/1915, page, 4). The Woodhouse
heirs purchased the property at public auction.

Jensen rebuilt his life in Denver, he sold coal for awhile (RIDC, 9/15/1915, page, 5) and opened another bakery in
1917 (RIDC, 3/23/1917, page, 5). By this time, he was 59 years old. Little else is known about the family, except
that Anna died December 28, 1924 and Dagmar, August's daughter, married William E. Smith in 1927. After his
wife's death, August lived with his daughter.

I V. Shell traded property with the Jensens. According to the 1910 and 1921 Colorado State Business Directory,
he was a real estate agent from Denver. Little else is known, but it is presumed, he purchased the property as an
investment property.

The Woodhouse heirs, Ada Ritchey, Mary Scott, Sarah Harkins, and Selina Cameron, purchased the property at
public auction in 1916. The Woodhouse family were pioneers of Douglas County. The family immigrated from
England in late 1871 and settled in Conneticut. They moved to Kansas, near Topeka, for a year then came to
Colorado and settled on the Platte River in Jefferson County. They moved to Castle Rock around the mid-1870s.
The girls' parents were Charles and Amelia. Ada as the oldest, born in 1864, married Mathias Ritchey in 1886
and left Castle Rock for Gunnison, Colorado, where Mathias worked in mining. A year later, she and her husband
returned to Castle Rock and built their home known as the Ritchey Ranch and lived there until 1919, when they
moved to Littleton until her death on November 20, 1934 (RIDC, 11/23/1934, page, 1).

Selina Woodhouse, the next eldest daughter of Charles and Amelia, was born in 1867. She married James Robert
Rowland Cameron on October 4, 1893 and died in Castle Rock April 26, 1944. She is buried in Cedar Hill
Cemetery in Castle Rock.

Sarah Woodhouse, was born in 1870 and married Theophilus Harkins on November 15, 1899. They lived in the
Castle Rock area most of their married life on a ranch developed by Theophilus. They moved to Colorado Springs
around 1920, after Theophilus suffered a stroke. Sarah died in 1947 and was buried in Cedar Hill Cemetery with
her husband (RJDC, 11/11/1921, page, 1).

Mary Elizabeth Woodhouse, the youngest child in the family, was born in Castle Rock, Colorado, in November 17,
1878. She married John Scott on November 15, 1899 and spent her entire life in and around Castle Rock. She
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died suddenly on February 17, 1928 after an operation in a Denver hospital. She is buried in Cedar Hill Cemetery
(RIDC, 2/24/1928, page,1).

Charles and Amelia Woodhouse had one other child, Charles Albert Woodhouse. He was also born in Castle
Rock in 1876. He was a cripple, and was a farmer. On June 15, 1904, while unhitching his horse and getting ready
to head back to the house, he was struck by lightening and killed (RIDC, 6/17/1904, page, 1).

The Woodhouse daughters maintained ownership of this property until 1935 when they sold it to August Ernest
Kuhnke. Kuhnke was from German descent and was born in Berlin, Germany, on August 8, 1880 to August and
Julianne Ernestine Kuhnke. He left Germany with his family and immigrated to the United States, landing in New
York City in March of 1882. His family soon moved to Illinois where two more siblings were born on the family
farm. As he matured, he began working on the family farm, helping his father. The 1900 U. S. Federal Census
show them living in Oneco, Stephenson County, Illinois. He married Minnie Mary Granzo, on February 6, 1902.
The family began to grow, first with a daughter, Ethel, born in Illinois. A year later, Erwin was born in Wisconsin;
two years later, Clarence was born. They moved to Grafton, Fillmore County, Nebraska in 1908 and had a third
and final son, Clifford, and a daughter, Wilma, born around 1917. It is unclear when they moved to Colorado, but
by 1917, they were living in Philips County, Colorado (World War | Draft Registration). The 1920 U. S. Federal
Census lists his profession as a farmer, owning his own ranch. August and his family moved to Castle Rock
sometime after 1920. He remained in the Castle Rock area until his death on January 28, 1956 (Kuhnke, Selzer,
Frost and Stroud Family Tree, Ancestry.com).

August Kuhnke was best known for his oil company/filling station that was located at 18 Wilcox Street - The
Kuhnke Oil Company. According to the Record Journal of Douglas County, he opened his oil company in May of
1930 and according to the Castle Rock telehone books, it remained open until 1946. The phone books also listed
this address as his residence. After August Kuhnke's death, his wife Minnie, became the sole owner of the
property until 1962 when it was sold to Douglas County Motors, Inc. Minnie spent the last years of her life in
Holyoke, Phillips County, Colorado where her son lived. She passed away in October 1967.

John J. Reddy was the owner of Douglas County Motors and owned Reddy Cheverolet at 8 Wilcox, which opened
in 1954. It's possible he utilized this property as an overflow lot for his nearby Chevrolet business. After
reviewing the business directories and the phone books, Douglas County Motors never appears in those
references. In 1967, the property was sold to Jerome and Pearl Reddy. Jerry Reddy opened a liquor store at this
location. He also relocated the apartments that were located behind the Douglas County Bank Building on North
Wilcox to just behind this building (see 5SDA2721) . Jerome and Pearl Reddy owned the liquor store until 1973,
when they sold it to Josephine Arini.

Josephine Arini managed the liquor store at this location. Its name was Castle Rock Liquor. The liquor store
remained open until 1988, when the building was remodeled as a new restaurant named Pino's Place. Pino's
Place was a landmark restaurant in Castle Rock until 2003.

Joseph Arini was born January 24, 1910 in Marsala, Sicily. His family immigrated to the United States and lived in
Brooklyn, New York. He graduated from high school in Brooklyn and later served in the U. S. Army during World
War II. He and Josephine Curatolo married on July 17, 1950 and lived in Gary, Indiana, most of his adult life. He
retired from the liquor business in 1972, when he moved his family to Castle Rock. Joseph passed away in April
2000 (Douglas County News Press, April 19, 2000).

In 2003, the business was sold to Jesus J. and Joann Duran. They remodeled the building and opened the Union
Bistro at this location.

The terrace form is normally a one or two story, rectangular, brick structure with flat roof and a corbeled
cornice. The style is predominately multi-unit complexes, as was this one. This building was historically a
duplex with a porch on the east elevation. There were two doors with windows flanking the doors.

Today, the parapet and rectangular form are all that remain of the terrace form. The brick corbelling on the
parapet typically found on the primary elevation is slightly visible on the east elevation under the stucco.
Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity, as defined by the National Park
Service and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and
association), has been significantly diminished due to the many changes made to the building. The design,
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feeling and materials changed extensively in the 1970s when the building was expanded and the fenestrations
were changed along with the building being stuccoed.

Today, the building no longer has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for National or State Register
eligibility, but is still significant on a local level as a Castle Rock landmark, because it is over fifty years old. The
building has lost most of its integrity on the local level also for the reasons described above, but may still be
eligible for local landmarking because of its age.
