13. Boundary Description:
The west elevation is bounded by a public sidewalk and angled on-street parking. There is a metal bench and
street light at the southwest corner. The north elevation is bounded by a paved parking lot for 414 Wilcox
(5DA2726). The south elevation is bounded by a public sidewalk and Fourth Street. The east elevation is
bounded by a paved parking lot for this building.

21. Architectural Description:

General: This building is a flat roofed, blonde colored, masonry building. The southern portion of the building is
the original building and has a decorative terracotta cornice and parapet caps and terra cotta keystones and
blocks at the spring points of the arches at the windows. Additionally, there are terra cotta panels and sills
below the windows that extend around the corners of the building as banding. The corners of the building have
masonry quoins as does the primary entrance on the west elevation. The addition is also brick with a tile faced,
concrete foundation wall. The parapet has a pre-finished metal parapet cap and drip edge flashing.

Front Fagade (West Elevation): This is the primary entrance to the building. The southern portion, which is the
original building, has three pairs of bronze aluminum, arched, plate glass, replacement windows (installed in
1971). There are brick rowlocks lining the arch and terracotta at the keystones and spring points. The windows
in the middle were the original entrance into the building. The current entrance has a large, stucco, covered
pediment that extends past the face of the building. It has a decorative cornice that aligns with the terracotta
cornice to the south. The entrance is recessed under this pediment and is a bronze aluminum storefront
system. The pair of doors (with a transom lite above) is centered in the opening with two sets of plate glass
windows on either side. This entrance and the pediment are the southern end of the addition. To the north of
the entrance, are two large, vertical, bronze aluminum, plate glass windows that extend from the foundation up
to the ceiling height. Above the window, there is a metal transom panel.

South Elevation: The original building has three arched windows with the typical terra cotta detailing. To the
east, the addition abuts, but sets back from the face of the original building. It has two, aluminum bronze, plate
glass windows. The west window has a metal transom and tile sill like the windows on the west elevation. The
other window is inset in the masonry.

East Elevation: There is a bronze aluminum storefront system door and side lite on the east end of this

elevation. To the north are the historic, angled, aluminum teller windows. These windows are inset in a stucco
panel that is the full height of the building and wraps to the entrance to the north of these windows. The
entrance on this elevation extends past the face of the building and is constructed of a modern aluminum
storefront system. The entrance faces south with plate glass windows on the east and north elevations of the
entrance. Above the doors and windows, there is a metal pediment that is approximately 10” lower than the
parapet of the building. There is a wing wall that extends past the building on the north side. The south
elevation of the wall is clad with stone. At the east end of the wall, there is a small, rectangular structure clad
with stucco. It is believed that the debit machine was located in this structure.

North Elevation: The north elevation has no openings. The parapet steps down near the east end of the
building. The wing wall discussed above is stucco.

Architectural Style: Late 19th and 20th Century Revivals - Renaissa

Landscape or special setting features:

There are two deciduous trees on the west elevation. One is located near the southwest corner and the other is
located just north of the entrance in the public sidewalk. There are planting beds on the east elevation against
the building with deciduous bushes and river rock. There are additional landscaping islands in the parking lot
with trees and shrubs.

Circa 1923 The bank finishes construction on this building. (RIDC, April 27, 1923, pg. 5).

1950-1971 Canopy was installed over the center doors.

1971 The Enderud Building to the north and the Senter Building to the southeast are torn down and the front,
the west section of the Pottenger Apartments that were located due east of the building was sold to Jerry Reddy
and moved to 3 North Wilcox (5DA2721). The rest of the apartments were torn down to allow room for the new
addition and the new drive-up area and remote units. Chuck Prescott was the Contractor, Andy Anderson was
the Architect, and Russ Kostroski was the Engineer (Buboltz-Bodle, pg. 170-171).

1971 - 1972 The addition was constructed and the interior was modernized. The windows were replaced with
double pane, energy efficient, security windows. The original windows were wood and painted turquoise. An
ATM was added to the Fourth Street elevation and a drive-up window was added on the east elevation along
with two remote units.

After 1995 The canopy at the entrance was stuccoed.

The Castle Rock State Bank was chartered in June 1917 and opened for business August 1917 and was organized
by Judge L. W. Cunningham and Harold Senter (Buboltz-Bodle, 98). The bank was located at the corner of Fourth
Street and Wilcox Street in the Enderud Building. Cunningham and Senter were President and Vice-President of
the Bank and Troutfetter became the cashier in its early years. Through the years, many of the most well-known
citizens of Castle Rock were involved in the bank either on the Board of Directors or as Cashier. In 1925, J. P.
Mikolizik and Andrew Christensen became Directors of the Bank, with Christensen becoming Vice-President later
in 1929 until it closed in 1932 (Buboltz-Bodle, 99).

The Castle Rock State Bank provided much needed competition to the First National Bank that was located at
the corner of Third Street and Wilcox Street. It never grew to be as big and prosperous, but it prospered in the
late teens and early 1920s as land prices increased and many of the ranchers and farmers prospered. After
World War |, much of this activity died and the bank began losing its capital. By the time the stock market
crashed in 1929, the bank had lost a substantial market share of investments and began a downward spiral until
it closed in 1932. It closed its doors on November 1, 1932 (Buboltz-Bodle, 100).

In 1936, the Town of Castle Rock bought the building for $2,000 from the State Banking Commissioner after the
Castle Rock State Bank became insolvent. The Town used the building as a Town Hall and Library. The Town
remained at that building until 1939, when it moved to 330 Third Street. They leased this building to the newly
founded Bank of Douglas County for 3 years (RIDC, August 18, 1939). By 1941, the Town had sold the building
to the Bank of Douglas County.

The opening of this bank was one of the most important times in the history for Castle Rock. This bank would
become one of the most successful banks in the history of Colorado and would remain at this location for almost
six decades. When it opened, it was the only bank in Castle Rock and would become the primary bank for most
of the people in and around Douglas County for many years. When it opened on August 28, 1939, Louis R.
Higby, Sr. was the President with Philip S. Miller, Jr., H. B. Dopf, Henry Gandy, Harlan Palm, Josef Winkler and
Norm Smith as the Board of Directors (Buboltz-Bodle, 119). In 1943, Mr. Miller became 50% owner of the bank
with Charlie Mann. Mann became President and Miller became Cashier, but by 1950, Mr. Miller had purchased
Mann's stock shares and became owner and President of The Bank of Douglas County (Buboltz-Bodle, 126). Mr.
Miller remained President of the Bank of Douglas County until January 1994, when he retired and Mr. August
Fischer became the new President and Director (Buboltz-Bodle, 244). It was not long after that the bank was
sold to FirstBank on November 25, 1995 (Buboltz-Bodle, 249).

FirstBank had a presence in Castle Rock since 1975 at 221 Wilcox, but when they purchased the interests of this
bank, the two banks merged. This location remained the downtown location, but another FirstBank was to be
opened at the corner of Plum Creek Parkway and Wilcox on Mr. Miller's former ranch property. The other
building at 221 Wilcox was closed.

FirstBank remained owner of this property until 2008 when it was sold to friskie LLC and 402 Wilcox, itd. In
2010, 402 Wilcox, Itd became the sole owner of the property. In 2011, Douglas County leased this property for
its Driver's License office. The other office is Gubbels Law Office.

Events: This building is significant for its role in the banking industry in Castle Rock. Castle Rock State Bank
was a competitor of the historic First National Bank. Castle Rock State Bank was one of two early banks in
Castle Rock and served the farmers and ranchers during the prosperous years during World War [. It closed
during the Depression in 1932. The second part of the story is the history behind the Bank of Douglas County.
It was the only bank in Castle Rock, and at one point, in Douglas County from 1922 - 1970s. It was the oldest
bank in Douglas County. It was pivotal in the development of Castle Rock. Mr. Miller, the owner and
President, supported the locals by providing loans to them. This bank was single-handedly responsible for
much of the prosperous growth of the community and much of Douglas County through the years. By the
1960s and early 1970s, the population of Castle Rock exploded. Mr. Miller and the Bank of Douglas County
continued to make loans and service this community with its friendly, hometown service.

People: This building is significant for its association with Philip S. Miller. He was the owner and President of
the bank from 1950 to 1994. He managed the bank until his retirement in 1994 and made the important
decisions of who received loans. He was also heavily involved in the community through philanthropic
activities. He and his wife owned property on the south side of town; donated the land and financially assisted
with Castle Rock's first public library building. Today, the Philip S. Miller Foundation still provides monies for
charitable purposes.

Architecture: This building is significant for its architectural style. The original building is constructed in the
Rennaisance Revival. It has some of the characteristics of this style, such as the belt course at the windows
and the base of the building. Additionally, it has quoins at the corners and a simple, yet decorative cornice at
the top of the building.

Age: The building is older than fifty years old.

Assessment of historic integrity related to significance:

The building's level of integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as defined by the National Park
Service and the Colorado Historical Society (setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and
association) has been partially retained.

Setting: The physical character of the environment of the property is intact. Many of the buildings that
surround the building were there when this building and its addition was constructed.

Location: The location of this building remains the same. It was constructed on this site.

Design: The design of this building was changed in 1971 - 1972. The original building was constructed in the
Rennaisance Revival style, while the new addition was more modern lacking much of the detail of that style.
Additionally, the original wood, divided lite windows were changed and new, modern, double pane, security
windows were installed to provide better security for the bank.

Materials: Brick and terra cotta were the primary building materials on this building and remain such.
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Workmanship: The physical evidence of the original artisan's labor and skill is still apparent through the visual
aspects of the building. The overall detailing of the arched windows, the cornice, banding and quoins are intact.

Feeling: The ability of this building to convey its historic character remains as the main form is intact.
Association: The association of this building with its construction in 1923 is intact.

Because of the changes to the building, it no longer has sufficient integrity to convey its significance for
National or State Register eligibility. It is eligible for local landmarking though.

Discuss: This resource was surveyed and documented as part of a project in which buildings within the
downtown area of Castle Rock were surveyed. The survey area was from Front Street on the
east, to Fifth Street on the north, to Elbert Street on the west and Third Street on the south.
The boundaries of a historic district have not yet been determined since many areas of the
town have not yet been surveyed. Additionally, this building might be associated with an
adjacent unsurveyed area. A preliminary evaluation of whether this property would be a
contributing resource, if found to be within the boundaries of a district, has been made to
assist future studies.
